2. Review how to write such a text using notes and old rubrics.

3. Write a narrative that tells the story of your unit question answer growing and changing, OR write an argument that argues for how your unit question answer grew and changed, OR write an informational text that answers the unit question.
4. Grade will follow previously used rubrics.
