To help you answer that question and the many others you created, you will be creating a collection of at least 10 poems that are based off of someone’s real emotions.
1. Research the context of life and infer emotions = Due Friday, March 24th.


A1. If you have chosen to your own life and emotions to write about, write an 
autobiography of yourself that includes the description of at least 3 events that you feel 
are important about your life.


A2. If you have chosen someone else’s life and emotions to write about, write a summary 
of that person’s biography (or write a new one if it’s not a famous person) that includes 
the description of at least 3 events that you feel are important about their life.


B. For each event, list 2 emotions that the person must have felt/still feels because of 
those events.


C. Explain how the events caused those emotions.

2. Write 10 Poems that show a variety of figurative language and literary devices as well as show the emotions of the person you are writing about = Due Tuesday, April 4th.

A. Specific requirements to be determined the week of March 27th.


B. Each poem should include at least one emotion from your Context of Life. At least 5 
different emotions should be expressed in the collection as a whole.

C. Create one additional piece of art to accompany your collection

3. Reflect about how the experienced helped you answer my big unit question and at least 2 of your small question = Due Tuesday, April 4th.
