How can I express my viewpoint with art? How does my identity affect my interpretation of art? How can poetry help us express our emotions? How does poetry change our perspective of our surroundings? How do we create meaning with our writing? How should we use figures of speech in our poems? All of these are questions we have in 6th grade writing class that can be answered—at least in part—through the creation of a 20 poem collection. After the collections is written, get ready to reflect, discuss, debate, research, and otherwise answer each question above as part of your final project grade.
The Process

We will write a 20 poem collection of poetry that follows one proposed main idea in order to help us answer all the questions above. By the end of the collection, you should use and label each of the listed figures of speech and literary devices at least once. You will have the choice to include them wherever/whenever you want in your poems, and you will track which that you’ve used already during the rough draft process. Then, you will create the final copies of each poem to be bound together as a collection. You will finish the collection by creating an additional piece of art that you choose. This art should match the meaning of your collection.

Step One = Rough Draft Poems graded only for completion that include Wagner’s comments for improvements. Any and all assigned poem must be 12 lines of at least 3 words each. Stanza organization and going longer than 12 lines are your choices! Wagner needs your help in printing these off if you can to save him time grading.
Due Friday, May 12th = First 3 Poems. These can contain any 3 figures of speech/literary devices that MUST BE LABELED!!!
Due Tuesday, May 16th = Second set of 6 Poems are due with lots of class time Monday with your returned poems to learn from. These can contain any 6 figures of speech/literary devices that MUST BE LABELED!!!
Due Friday, May 19th = Third set of 6 Poems are due with lots of class time Thursday with your returned poems to learn from. These can contain any 6 figures of speech/literary devices that MUST BE LABELED!!!
Due Tuesday, May 23th = Fourth set of 5 Poems are due with lots of class time Thursday with your returned poems to learn from. These can contain any 6 figures of speech/literary devices that MUST BE LABELED!!!
Due Wednesday, May 31th = Final collection in due WITH NO ROUGH DRAFT POEMS WITH WAGNER’S COMMENTS ON THEM. Also due is the collection bound and one addition piece of art to accompany your collection.

Grading = While your collection will be graded on accurate use of figures of speech, accurate use of literary devices, adhering to your selected topic, and completion of all requirements, the answers to all of our unit questions afterwards will be worth just as many points. 
Rough Draft Checklist = Which have you used? YOU must keep track to make sure you’ve used them all correctly by final collection time. Advice = type your poems so you can make minor changes to them and still use that as your final copy. Don’t lose any rough draft poems or you’ll have to rewrite them at the end of the process! Special folder just for this? Google Drive automatically saving everything for you?
