How is disagreement beneficial? Our unit question asks us to consider the ways that disagreeing with others helps us. In order to help us answer this question, you will write a research essay in which you argue for one side AND anticipate the ways others will disagree with you. 

Consider : What topics matter to you? What changes do you want to see in the world? How do you gather and use sources in a research essay? Who can we trust? Who are the experts?
Research Essay Prompt: Take a side on a controversial topic and argue that something should continue to happen or something should change. Then, after the essay, reflect about how writing it helped you answer the unit question.
Below is a tentative timeline for your project. Computer lab time will be used frequently. 

1. Choose topic = Wednesday, January 18th
2. Find sources and get approved = Friday, January 20th
3. Rough Draft of Research Essay = Tuesday, January 24th
4. Final Draft Due = Tuesday, January 31st.

While there are no page length or word total requirements, you must satisfy the research essay writing rubric AND the IB Organization Rubric.

	Introduction

Begins with a sentence that captures audience’s attention (zinger).

Thesis statement answers prompt and provides three supporting reasons in one sentence.
	Zinger captures audience’s attention by providing relevant information.

Thesis answers prompt by answering the question being asked and gives three reasons that logically support the claim.

Is one sentence.
	Zinger captures audience’s attention by providing irrelevant information.

Thesis answers prompt and gives fewer than three reasons that logically support the claim
	Zinger does not capture audience’s attention.

Thesis does not answer prompt

OR

Thesis does not include supporting reasons. OR

Thesis is more than one sentence
	No zinger and no thesis are written.

OR

Essay begins with first body paragraph.

OR

Only one paragraph is written.

	Body Paragraphs

Topic sentence explains the supporting reason.

Textual Evidence supports the reasons with evidence from fiction

Connecting sentence explains how the textual evidence proves that the thesis is true.

Transition sentence introduces the next supporting reason.
	Topic sentence explains reasons given in the thesis in order.

Text Evidence

Introduced with the author’s or organization’s  name / present tense verb. Evidence supports the reason with logic.

Connecting sentence explains how the textual evidence proves that the thesis is true.

Transition sentence introduces the next supporting reason.
	Topic sentence does not explain supporting reasons or are out of order.

Text evidence is not introduced with author’s name and a present tense verb.

Evidence does not support claim.

Connecting sentence does not explain how text evidence proves the thesis to be true.

Transition does not introduce the next supporting reason.
	There is no topic sentence before quotation.

There is no text evidence from non-fiction. 

There is no connecting sentence.

There is no transition.
	There are no body paragraphs

OR

Essay is only the introduction

OR

Only one paragraph is written.

	Conclusion

Thesis reworded as first sentence to remind audience answer to prompt.

Clincher is a final statement that provides audience motivation to continue thinking about topic.
	Rewords thesis as answer to the prompt.

Clincher motivates audience to continue thinking about answer to the prompt
	Repeats thesis word-for-word from introduction.

Clincher does not prompt audience to continue to think about the answer to the prompt.
	There is no thesis.

There is no clincher.
	No thesis and  No clincher
