Write a narrative of real events that happened to you OR someone important in your life. This should be written through your perspective if it happened to you, but if it happened to someone else, you will need to gather the facts from that person AND decide whether you want to write it through your perspective or his/hers. Interview? Allow them to create the 5-8 event sequence? 

There is no length requirement. Instead, you should at all times be referring back to the standards that you have worked to satisfy with your narrative drafts.
General Guidelines in the Form of Questions:

1. Are you thinking about your identity and your perspective of other people as you write? Hint = Think about race, class, gender, and other issues we’ve discussed with House on Mango.
2. Are you following the standards? Hint = Use your previous narratives, rubrics, and notes.
3. Are you remembering the drafting, revising, and redo processes? Only one round of feedback. No redoes unless you fail, then the best you can do is a “C.”
List of Examples:

1. Mr. Wagner writes the narrative of how he witnessed a crime committed by a man against a woman and called the cops. He reflects and considers how his identity as a male feminist teacher influences his perspective on whether or not to call the cops. He also reflects that if he took baseball too seriously, he may have been too preoccupied while driving to call the cops.
2. Ms. Le writes the narrative of how she because successful against difficulties at home and at school in order to reflect about how her traits that she changed continue to help her be successful to this day. She reflects that her job as a teacher allows her to give to students the help the way that many important people gave to her, so her identity she created growing up affects her perspective of helping students.
3. Johnny Studentson writes a narrative about the time when he went to baseball camp and was the only person from Chicago surrounded by other young men from more rural communities. Johnny reflects about why he interacted with them in an open way and why the other boys were not used to people being as different as Johnny (race).
